Loma Rica Family Cites Sightings

They've had mixed feelings about their experi-
ence a week ago today. and except for calling 
official agencies about it. Jack and Joyce Hudro 
of Lorna Rica have been mum about sighting 
some Unidentified Flying Objects nt-ar their 
home at 11569 Vicky Drive - until she learned 
this week that others have bet:n sighted recently 
in Northern California . 

Both were shaken by the experience and Jack 
Budro made up his mind he was saying nothing 
about it. "Nobody would believe me anyway ... he 
said. 

He had good reason to say that. Joyce immedi-
ately called Beale Air Force Base. who denied 
they had picked 1t up on radar I we don't have 
radar facing in that direction . she was told l. the 
FBI in Sacramento, the Office of Emergency . 
Services in Yuba County and the Marysville 
Police Department. "And nobody would do any-
thing about it." she said excitedly . for a landing . It was really low . just over the tree 

" It is scary to think that if these things are here 
and they aren't being picked up on radar. those 
damned Russians could get in here without any-
body knowing it.' · she said .

Since it was dark . Joyce says it was hard to tell 

just how big it was. but it was "kind of egg-
shaped and roundish It had some type of moC.er . 
but not like an airpl<tne motor ... There was some comfort in the fact that the 

UFOs had been seen by IJoth the Budros and their 
daughters. Renee . 25 , and Brigot . 9. last Thurs-
day night and Renee saw them again the next 
morning when she was returuing home from 
work . 

" I stood there in amazement. ·· she said. " I was 
excited when I saw it I fell good I'd heard about 
them . but had never seen any . I kept saying ·J 
can't believe it; I can 't believe it. I finally saw 
one."' 

But it was depressing to think that nu one else 
in the world was interested. Joyce recalls . 

It appearea headt>d fur the foothills and Joyce 
believes they might be landing there somewhere. 
The family retreated to the back of their proper-
ly and their daughter . Renee. sighted another 
UFO . This one had only white lights on it and it 
was hovering in the field . headed toward Hwy . 
20, when "all of a sudden it started our way and it 
turned on the brightest !>earn I have ever seen, " 
lighting up the field all around . 

It was 10 p.m. Thursday and the sky was clear 
as a bell , Joyce recalls . "I was sitting in the 
rocking chair watching television when all of a 
sudden I saw what! thought was a star .·· 

She took a closer look. thinking : " It can ·t be a 
star. It 's too low. It was just standing there . 

"All ofa sudden . it went straight up and started 
coming this way (toward her house !. .. she said . 

She called her husband. who hurried in with his 
binoculars and outside they went to take a closer 
look . 

" It was all lit up on top with wh1te . yellowish. 
green and red lights . There were no lights on the 
bottom. but as it passed over the house . the bot-
tom appeared to have discs on it and only the red 
lights were on ... Joyce recalls. 

The thing was about 1,000 feet up as it went 
over the house . " It looked like a plane coming in 

Joyce frightened at this point and 
urged the family to return to the house, but Re-
nee stayt.O, watching through the binoculars and 
she sighted another UFO in the distance . 

"It was really scary ." Joyce recalls. 
Then just as suddenly it was gone. 
When she called' BAFB. she said , a lieutenant 

said he wasn 't disputing what she saw- "I've 
seen things myself" - but the Air Force baa 
nothing to do with them anymore ."

The object staved within view 
however. and a neighbor . Sten· Pa;. 
!<till . brought out a telescope . McAl-
Ister 's wife . Faye, said the l TO's 
windows were easier to see through 
the telescope.

:\1 cAl ister said he reported the ob-
Ject to the sheriff 's department A 
short time later . he said . he over-
heard deputies on his police rad1n 
monitor saying they believed tht • 
sighting was a prank . He called 
again and told them !I) come to hts 
home . Then the officers saw it . he 
said. 

"It was so bright it could hurt the 
naked eye,' ' :\1cAlister said . ··They 
apologized to me. We watched 1t for 
two hours." 

Finally, he said, "it went straight 
up out of sight." 

A spokesman for the Anderson 
County Sheriff's Department said 
the object was spotted at a great 
distance by deputies .

And he had nu answer when she asked what 
they should du if one should land . 

It was about 3 a .m.the next day that Renee 
sighted another one enroute home from work. 
Thisonewasover Lorna Rica Road .Sbuatinthe 

car on the family driveway and watched as a 
second one hovered over the road near their 

. home . 
She hurried in to tell her mother . but by this 

time Joyce was depressed about the whole thing 
" 1 didn 't wanttoseelhem anymore ." she said . ·· 1 
was so disgusted" - about the fact that nobody 
appeared to believe them. 

Joyce noted that the brightly-lighted UFO 
appeared to be on the same flight path as Beale 
planes traveL 

"You don 't know how relieved I am that sight-
ings of other UFOs have been reported .·· Joyce 
said and that Thomas Heiman . assessor at the 
UFO Education Center Inc .. in San Diego Coun-
ty . " is going to call me ," she said 

A UFO was reported the day before in Sac-
ramento County and the San center re-
ceived reports of Ufo'Os being seen July 28 at 
Clear Lake Highlands in the Clear Lake area and 
about 200 feet offshore near Santa Cruz. 

And maybe it had nothing to do with her report 
of the flying objects. but Joyce noted the next day 
there was an Air Force car in the area of the 
Lorna Hica sightings.

S.C. 'Saucer' Is Probed 
ANOERSON ( AP)- Two men who inves-

tigate sightings of unidentified nying ot>-
jects say they want to determine if some 
Anderson County residents really saw what 
they think saw. 

" I feel like this is a credible, believable 
sighting, " said Pete Mazzola . "We want to 
see if there is any trace of a UFO." 

Mazzola, a New York City policeman, and 
Jim Fillow, a former New Jersey police-
man, came to Anderson Friday as members 
of the New York-based Scientific Bureau of 
lnve!ltigation, which probes UFO sightings

residents of the Broadway Lake area of 
Anderson County reported they watched a 
brightly lit object in the sky for a couple of 
hours early Thursday morning . 

Some of the residents said before the 
deputies arrived. the disc-shapt>d object 
hovered over their homes . lighting the area 
and making a humming noise before it 
zoomed away . 

Mazzola said they will take soil and make 
radiation tests in the area to determine if 
there was an unusual amount of radioa c-
tivity. 

He said the U.S. Air Force is not helpfu l 
with his organization 's invt>stigations 
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McAlister. -tO. said he woke up at 
I :!0 a .m. when he heard a loud 
humming noise . "I thought it was a 
ht>li copter crashing in my back -
.va rd ." he said. 

:\'tcAiister said he went to the win-
rlow after hearing the noise and saw 
the l 'FO. He awoke his wife . and she 
.1wokc one of their daughters . 

The object was about 70 feet long, 
about two stories high and had two 
rows of windows. all so brightly lit 

The spokesman, who refused to 
identify himself, said the depart-
ment's dispatcher quoted a deputy 
as saying he saw "some sort of light 
that was a great deal brighter than 
anything around it." 

Asked about a possible investiga-
tion , the spokesman replied : "What 
is there to investigate? An object 
was seen. An object left. We couldn't 

a tag number on it so we couldn 't 
in\'estigate."
